VICTORY OVER TEMPTATION (Part 4)
Texts: Nehemiah 6:9-16; Romans 8:35-39. 
Memory Verse: Matthew 6:13, "And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil: For thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, for ever. Amen".
   
Our Lord Jesus taught us to pray in against temptation according to our memory verse. There are two parts a believer can choose to walk: (1). The Paths of sin leading to temptation and evil. It is lonely path away from the Shepherd! (See Psalm 125:1-5.) or (2). The paths of righteousness. Sometimes, it leads through the valley of shadow of death! But the Lord is there with you! With his rod and staff, you are guided and secured. There is nothing to fear there in. Psalm 23:3,4.
  God’s rule is sovereign over this world! His power can uphold anyone under His refuge to His glory and praise all the time according to Hebrew 1:3,   "...and upholding all things, by the word of his power..." Trust and confidence in Him, His word, faithfulness and abiding presence is the key to daily victory.

 KEYS TO VICTORY OVER TEMPTATIONS.
  Luke 22:31, 32; Nehemiah 6:9-16; Romans 8:35-39.

1. Be sure your foundation is built on the rock. Matthew 7:24,25.
Nothing but true salvation with evidence of genuine transformation will guarantee victory over the devil. The Christ inside of you can withstand every trick, assault and lies of the devil. When in Christ, like David, you have nothing to fear in overcoming the tempter. Psalm 27:1.
2. Resist Sin, the Devil and the temptation! Learn like Joseph to resist sin. James 4:7.  This key is a must for every-would-be conquerors. Satanic trick is to undermine your innate potential to resist by staging a scene that make you appear so helpless e.g. A lady with a demand to offer her body to secure job might be deceived to think that without this job, her destiny is ruined! But how true? Millions of ladies without job today will get fixed up as opportunities will open up.  She could as well be employed elsewhere if she chooses to maintain her sense of pride and dignity. This was the difference between Ruth and Ophar. Ruth 1:8-18.
3. Conquer all unnecessary fears. In Genesis  25:32, we read: "And Esau said, Behold, I am at the point to die: and what profit shall this birthright do to me?" Would Esau have actually died without Jacob red portage? NO! Unfounded fear led him to wrong perception and ruinous decision which he later regretted to no avail with tears. Hebrew 12:16,17. Fear has torment and Satan prey on the fearful. When God is with you, your future, family, education, job situation, marriage etc. will take proper position. Have faith in God. Mark 9:23.
4. Love God above all other considerations! Daniel 3:14-18. Without doubt, what helped Paul and other faithful saints to overcome fiery temptations and trials that befell them was their unrivaled love for the Lord. This love fears to disobey God; knowing the unpalatable consequences. This love considers God to worth more than whatever advantage yielding to temptation might bring! Abraham, Joseph and Paul were such men, who were bound to the altar of love to God, that nothing whatsoever could separate. It is still possible today. Romans 8:35-39; Psalm 73:24-26.
5. Pray, pray and pray through to victory! Mark  14:38  "Watch ye and pray, lest ye enter into temptation. The spirit truly is ready, but the flesh is weak".  Luke 22:40 "And when he was at the place, he said unto them, Pray that ye enter not into temptation.  Luke 22:46  And said unto them, Why sleep ye? rise and pray, lest ye enter into temptation". Jesus overcame His temptations by prayer. Luke 22:40-45. We cannot do less.
Pray before temptation comes. Pray when being tempted and pray without ceasing for divine grace, help and succour. God never betrays trust! He will not disappoint you. Hebrew 4:15,16.
6. Stop relying on the arm of flesh! Pride, self conceit, past experience or success and vainglory will land any believer in trouble with Satan. Beware! Luke 22:31-34; Zechariah 4:6,7. Satan is a smart and professional trickster with great accolades of past successes. (see Isaiah 14:12). It is foolishness to play to his hand. The only pace of sure refuge is "THE SECRET PLACE OF THE MOST HIGH". Psalm 91:1-2.



7. Earnest OBEDIENCE to the WORD of God and LEADING of the Holy Spirit. Romans 8:1-5,11-14. The word of God offers you: Truth as against lies of the Devil, provide you hope and encouragement in time of trouble. Its promises give confidence to fight in the battle of life. When you are faring under the directive and protective watch of the Holy Spirit, heeding His instructions, reproof, corrections with all humility you can be sure He will uphold you to the end as you rest assuredly on His save and loving arms. Isaiah. 41:10-13.. Amen.
