1.     Contribution Limits 

• Adopts limits on contributions to candidates, political committees (PACs) and political parties to support or oppose 
any candidate for state or local government office 

• Bans such contributions by for-profit corporations 
2.     Shining a Light on Dark Money 

• Requires campaigns, including dark money groups, to name their largest 4 funders in their ads 

• Makes large campaign spenders and contributors reveal the true original sources of the funds 

• Requires faster public disclosure of large contributions and independent expenditures 
3.     Other Provisions 

• removes exception for campaign contributions in state law defining bribery of public officials 

• limits candidates' carry-over of funds from one election to another, so incumbents cannot amass war chests of 
money that discourage other candidates 

• requires more campaign finance information in printed and online Voters' Pamphlets 

• increases penalties for campaign finance violations 

• modifies system for enforcement of campaign finance violations so that final decisions (including "no violation" 
decisions) are subject to judicial review

The All Oregon Votes Ballot measure guarantees the will of all voters is reflected in election results. It ends restricted 
voting in primaries and lists all candidates together on the same ballot for a level playing field and increased voter
