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PROCESS FOR REFERRAL TO 

REGIONAL WOUND MANAGEMENT CLINICAL NURSE CONSULTANT

Does client’s wound fit criteria for program 

– ? chronic or complex wound

- ? client of District Nursing Service or 
resident of high level Public Sector Residential Aged Care Service
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Obtain consent from client (or clients advocate) for referral to CNC


Complete referral form on RIMS or Connecting Care and send through


If sending fax, then complete SCTT tool and include information on referral such as: location of wound, cause of wound, aetiology if known, results of recent investigations (blood tests, x-rays or wound swabs), wound dimensions, duration of time the wound 
has been present and current dressing regime.


Upon receival of referral, the Clinical Nurse Consultant will make contact with 
the referring agency to discuss the management plan and make an appointment
 for consultation if appropriate 


When client assessment is undertaken by the CNC, a member of nursing staff from 
the referring agency must be present during the consultation who is preferably 

familiar with the client and wound history. 

This will assist with communication and the coordination of the treatment plan.
