The best way to live
in Nevada County is to become a fire adapted community. What does this mean? This is about “us
doing our job. We are responsible,” explains Cathe.

* There are four steps to firewise landscaping: (1) Observe, (2) Design, (3) Select and (4) Maintain.
Take out the fire hazard plants/mulch and possibly replace with firewise plants/mulch. Learn more
about this incredibly informative presentation by Cathe Fish, Master Gardener in the link above.
