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The National Town Centre Vacancy Rate was 11.3% in October 2020.

This is higher than the vacancy rate of 10.8% in July 2020 which, in turn, was a 1.0% increase on the 9.8% vacancy rate 
recorded in January 2020.

The result this quarter, is also 1.3% higher than the same quarter last year and remains higher than the benchmark low of 
8.7% recorded in January 2016.
