Behind the outgoing exterior of
this lady lies many hidden talents.
Chris Mellon is full of surprises.
Her energy is endless with her
commitment to family, her Author
husband Gus and our Bowls Club.
Chris along with Neeta goes
around our local precinct getting
amazing donations for our raffle
prizes. From back ‘o Bourke to the
city dweller, she has lived in so
many places both in Australia and
overseas (Gus being an ex Navy
man). Here is Chris’s story.

Born in Bourke NSW and went to
school there but spent all holidays
at our family property in
Thargomindah.

Started a hairdressing course in
year 9 and did 2 1/2 years when
the hairdresser left Bourke in the
middle of the night owing money
everywhere. So didn'’t finish my
course as my parents wouldn't let
me go to Dubbo which was 350
miles away and | was only 16.
Started work in the Bank of New
South Wales and hated it so left
and move to Sydney when | was



17 %>. Stayed with family friends
and couldn't believe all the
opportunities city people had as |
had only been there a couple of
times before, although my dad’s
family lived in Sydney, we didn’t
have a lot to do with them.

| started playing squash at
Merrylands and met up with 3
other women players and we went
onto win the pairs for the next 5
seasons becoming this first
female players to ever win so
many in a row. Also took up car
racing in a JB Clubman racing at
Amaroo and Orion Park and doing
hill starts in Kings Park in
Newcastle.

Did lots of different jobs, one was
telephonists with the
Commonwealth Bank in the city
and also did night work at the
Bankstown Theatre Restaurant
which I really enjoyed. Still didn’t
know what | wanted to do with my
life except enjoy it. | bought my
first house in Auburn western
suburb.

Meet Gus, he was a Submarine in
the Navy and was stationed in
Sydney. We married in Mosman
Park and had our reception at the
submarine base in Neutral Bay. It
was the best party but got a little
out of hand when guest started
looking for the key to the
submarine to take it for a spin.

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We lived in Sydney for 2 years
and then Gus was transferred to
Hasting in Victoria where he went
to University for 3 years. He
changed rank from enlisted to an
Officer. | joined the Navy wives
associate and coached the 7
years old netball. Still playing

night squash and traveling all
around Victoria. Our club took out
the winners in the Victorian A
grade. | loved Squash and netball.
After Gus finished University we
were transferred to Canberra for 5
years. By now I'd stopped playing
squash but continued playing
netball, coaching and umpiring for
Maddies.

By now we had 4 children and |
was working for Pitney Bowes
doing 20 hours a week and
enjoyed the challenge of being a
sales rep.

Ros Kelly Minister of Sport asked
our club Maddies to take a team
to Alice Springs for the Masters
and bring it back to Canberra in 4
years’ time. We sold meat trays,
and anything we could, had stalls
etc. to raise as much money as
we could as Ros Kelly was going
to match it. This fundraising was
for 15 ladies. After all our hard
work getting the games to
Canberra in 4 years’ time and
enjoying our masters experience,
we continued traveling around NT.
for 2 more weeks. What a blast.
Gus was resigning from the Navy
after 24 years, so we left
Canberra and came to
Queensland. | was lucky enough
to get transferred with my job to
Brisbane where | worked for the
next 3 years.

We built a 6-bedroom home in
Murrumba downs and by now Gus
was traveling all over the world
with Moduspec, an offshore Ol
company. The girls and | were still
playing netball and the boys into
soccer. It was hard working and
doing all the netball runs plus the
soccer and school, so | gave up
work.

| started teachers training at the
same school as the kids and
enjoyed this for 12 months when
Gus came home and said we
were transferred to Perth. Rented
our home out and off to Perth we
go only this time with 2 kids as
Warwick was in the navy and
Emma was at University in
Brisbane. We bought an
apartment in Brisbane for Emma
and for us when we came home.
In Perth Steven and Breanna
couldn't settle and neither could |
as Gus was again off traveling the
world and never saw much of him.
| Bought another home in Perth to
give me something interesting to
do as working wasn'’t an option as
the kids were too unsettled. The
day we settled on the house Gus
came home and said we had been
transferred to Singapore. We only
spent 10 months in Perth.

2 months later we were in
Singapore, the kids and | loved it.
What an adventure we were
having. They settled into school,
and | started back doing Teachers
Aid training with the AIS and
coaching the school netball team.
Also joined the ANZA (which was
Australia and New Zealand
association) where | learnt how to
play Mahjong. | was tutoring a
young lad how to speak English
with Beyond ( a volunteer group )
and thought this is what | want to
do.

We were only in Singapore 18
months and the company Gus
was working for went broke so
home we came, back to Brisbane
and back into our house in
Murrumba Downs. By now | had
finished my trainers aid training
and was looking to do something
else.



| started my diploma in Teaching
English with the Australian
language school and was enjoying
this. | was back coaching netball
again and we decide to sell our
Murrumba Downs house and build
at Little Mountain in Caloundra.
Warwick and Steven were in the
navy and Breanna was at
University. Emma had finished her
training to be a journalist and was
working in Brisbane so we were
alone.

Building the house at Little
Mountain was a massive task as
the land had a slope and Gus was
back working overseas and | was
doing all the work. This house was
big, 5 levels with a granny flat
underneath. Finished the house in
2004 and got my diploma in
teaching and in 2005 | got a job
with Cambridge Language
College in Singapore and Gus
also got transferred back to
Singapore with another company.
| taught there for the next 3 years
than | score a fantastic opportunity
University tutoring an Italian
Millionaire in English. Oh how the
other half live. They had a Lear-jet

LEARJET which | flew with them
to Perth for the weekend where |
was able to catch up with Steven
who was stationed in Perth with
the Navy.

We did a lot of traveling overseas
in these years visited every
country in Asia most of Western
Europe, went on the Trans
Mongolia train from Beijing to St
Petersburg in Russia. Travelled to
all the Scandinavian countries,
went on a cruise to Alaska and
took a train across Canada. Fly in
a helicopter to the Grand Canyon

and toured the States. Flew to Rio
De Janeiro, then went to the
Amazon basin to Manaus where
we swam with the pink dolphin in
the Rio Negro. Onto Argentina
toured around Cape Horn in a
cruise ship and got off in Chile
where we went to Macchu Picchu,
Bogota and the Galapagos
islands. We then onto Panama
and Cuba.

Our youngest son got married in
St Lucia the Caribbean Islands,
spent 10 days here then we
toured the Bahamas and across to
Mexico City and Acapulco where
we saw the rock divers.

After 8 years we were on the
move again to Shanghai where |
was a lady of leisure and enjoyed
all the sight-seeing.

1 year in Shanghai saw us move
to Ulsan in South Korea where we
spent the next 3 years. What an
experience that was. We moved in
January, and it was so bloody cold
| thought | would die. No one
spoke English and | didn’t know
anyone.

We lived in a big apartment block
in the main street of Ulsan, so |
had to do something.

| decided to teach Mahjong so
sent notices to all the people in
our apartment block and there
were a lot of English, American
and some Aussie, Russian and
Tunisians ladies. | taught 20
ladies Mahjong and what a blast
we all had, lunches, shopping
tours, life was good. | still needed
something else to do so got a
group of Aussie ladies together
and had a Melbourne Cup in
Korea. First event we had 200
guests and raised so much money
we donated it to a centre for
rescued sex slaves’ girls. The

Next 3 years all the money we
raised from our Melbourne Cup
days was given to different
charities.

By now the market had fallen out
of oil and Gus was tired and
wanted to come home.

We had already sold our house in
Little Mountain and bought an
Apartment in Caloundra, | was
dreading coming back as wasn’t
sure what | would do.

Gus was going to write a book
about submarines, so he was
okay. | decided to play bowls with
the Caloundra bowls club. As it
happened, | had to get my sewing
machine serviced and took it to
the little sewing place in
Caloundra and they had a class
there making quilts and | joined
them.

We did a lot of travelling around
Australia for 4 months at a time
and loved seeing our country.
Unfortunately COVID 19 put a stop
to that for a while but we’re now
looking to do some more travelling in
Australia.

Without the quilt making | don’t
think | would have survived my
first year back in Australia as life
was so much quieter. | have made
quilts for all our children, their
husbands and our 8
grandchildren, Xmas tablecloths,
Xmas tree shirt, advent
Calendars, library bags. /also
made bags for Rose’s women
shelter, gifts and raffle prizes.
Between playing bowls, sewing and
walking as well as luncheons with the
ladies, | am kept busy. Gus is onto
his second book. So retirement is
suiting both of us.
