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Temporary Surbana Shelters for Refugees in
Libya Get Extensive Renovation

Surbana Shelter in Libya has been providing services to
refugees in Gargaresh-Libya since July 2019. The shelter
has been providing safe living quarters for refugees and
has provided meals to displaced refugees for over a year.
Over 860 refugees have transitioned through this shelter
so far. Surbana Shelter I has provided great relief for ref-
ugees who are terminally ill, have physical disabilities
and who feel like they have nowhere to turn to. The shel-
ter helps with building morale and assisting refugees with
establishing a temporary solution for their barriers. The

goal of our shelters is to assist dlsplaced refugees who
have been victims of human
and sex trafficking. Recent-
ly Surbana Shelter 1 has
undergone extensive reno-
vations that include 3 new
toilets, 2 new hot water
tanks, one water heater
and cooler. Lastly, the out-
side compound of the shel-
ter that was previously cov-
ered with a tent for shade
has been replaced with cor-
rugated iron sheets for dura-
bility.

Surbana Shelter II opened its doors to welcome and pro-
vide shelter to those refugees from Zawya who had no-
where to turn to for support and also currently sheltering
and serving children and women in a separate area. The
main goal for Surbana Vision Media & Community Ser-
vices, Inc. and the America Team for Displaced Eritreans
is to work together to assist refugees who have been vic-
tims of human trafficking and who are displaced in for-
eign countries where they do not want to be to get atten-
tion through International Humanitarian Organizations
which are currently not providing any support.

Recently a young man by the name of Michael Knfe
Hadera, born on February 1%, 1996, who was residing in
the Surbana Shelter since May 4™ 2020 passed away on
September 4", 2020. Michael was visiting the hospital for
treatments for his illnesses. Once it was discovered that
Michael had a serious health condition, he was admitted
into the hospital, where he stayed for over a month.

*The first initiative of Surbana Shelters in Libya was to
provide full serviced home including full meal service to
the displaced refugees who reside in their shelters. Since
August 2020, Surbana Shelters have been providing refu-
gees with three freshly prepared nutritious meals daily.
The shelters were also equipped with three thermometers
that were purchased to monitor temperatures of refugees
and prevent the deadly spread of COVID-19. The ther-
mometers are currently being used as an intervention
since temperature greater than 100 degrees Fahrenheit is a
typical symptom of COVID.

*The shelter provides health information and awareness
that were reported by the World Health Organization
(WHO) and IOM. We also have a volunteer Eritrean phy-
sician from the United States, who provides information
about the signs, symptoms, and prevention of COVID-19
via Zoom to refugees in Libya. Refugees are also encour-
aged to practice social distancing and wear masks to pre-
vent the spread of COVID-19.

*Surbana Shelter I1I was recently renovated to include
daycare services and provide education to the children
who are currently in Libya. Some areas of the shelter are
going to be used to quarantine refugees that might be
suspected of contracting
COVID-19.

*The American Team for Dis-
placed Eritreans and Surbana
Vision Media & Community
Services, Inc. recently awarded
a certificate of appreciation to
the International Organization
for Migrants (IOM) in Libya
for their ongoing dedication to
providing medical assistance to
the Surbana Shelters.
