Pastel artist, Deborah Shea, did a wonderful
demo for us in November. We so enjoyed her
friendly and upbeat personality as she spoke
of her art journey and explained to us her
techniques. Deb's paintings are very often
huge in size, as was the one that she brought
to work on in front of us. Unlike most pastel
paintings, her finished work has a very
smooth look due to the way she applies
alcohol (as in rubbing alcohol) with a large
brush on top of her first layer of pastels, and
then continues with more layers of pastel. She
uses bright eye-catching colors for her floral
paintings which, along with the large size of
them, really makes them stand out.
