A number of members have asked for information regarding "how to become a 

referee for pickleball". There are videos out there but as you know 

it takes more than watching a video - you also need the practical aspect of learning 

to referee. When I mentioned this clinic to a few members, 

many jumped at the opportunity but a few  became a bit reluctant about taking it as 

they thought this would mean they would have to referee at 

every level of play in our tournaments. Well, the club is offering this special 

opportunity to our members, it is our goal/expectation to be able to ask 

you during a tournament if you would be available or willing to referee. Just to set 

the questions straight - until you have become an experienced 

referee and refereed a number of tournaments and been assessed - no one would 

ever put you into a game that they thought you could not handle.  

The majority of games you will ref will be with novice to 3.5 players. You should 

never be challenged when refereeing and to error is to be human 

- please do not avoid taking this clinic because you feel you may be coerced into 

refereeing every tournament - you need to want to referee. 

Although it is our goal to be able to call upon you for tournament play - our 

purpose as a club is to be able to offer a higher quality of play to our 

members and our guests when offering additional style play. We strive to make this 

the best club on the island and we can only do that through our devoted members.
