DACHSHUND (MIN SMOOTH HAIRED) 

Puppy (!/0):

A nicely balanced & typey7 Mini Smooth, with a good head and expression, 

with a well-constructed front, good deep body, with a level topline. With nicely 

angled rear & well muscled and quarters, she moved well. BP, BOB. &G3. 

Open (Bitch 1/0) 

1 Coleman’s Oniasid Mellsandre Ygritte 

2 I typey veteran with a decent head and good expression, I liked her for her 

type, with a decent front, good bone and a nicely angulated rear, with good 

quarters. Not quite the topline of the puppy and although she moved quite 

well, I thought the puppy also had the edge in movement. 

WHIPPET 

Puppy D or B (2/0) 

1 Lawson’s Kipipiriking Magic Do Noel 

A nicely balanced brindle with a pleasing head and expression.  Good 

depth of body, nicely angulated with well developed quarters and well let 

down hocks. Presented in a good jacket, she moved soundly. BP, BOB & 

G4.. 

2 Lawson’s Shades of Yule 

I see this one is the litter brother to 1. Up to size, but making a typey 

outline. Masculine head, not quite the depth of body of his sister but with a 

nicely angulated rear, good quarters and nice tight feet. Moved OK. 

 

Limit D (4/0) 

1 Lawson’s Kipipiriking Blue Bandana 

An impressive dog with a masculine head and pleasing expression. Good 

for depth of body and topline, with pleasing quarters, he moved well. 

2      Lawson’s Kipipiriking   Silver Shadow 

A typey brindle dog, not quite the topline of 1. Good for depth of body and 

angulation, with well muscled quarters. Moved OK but not as well in front as 1.

A typey brindle bitch with a pleasing head, good topline and nice deep 

body, but perhaps a shade firm in pastern. Nicely angulated, with very well 

muscled quarters, neat hocks and nice tight feet. Moved OK. 

 

Open D (3/0) 

1 Lawson’s Alamayn Equinox Cassidy at. Kipipiriking 

A nicely balanced dog with a pleasing head, good, deep body and nice 

tight elbows. With pleasing quarters and well let down hocks, he moved 

well. 

2 Lawson’s Ranvell Blue Breeze 

Another that is good for type, with a pleasing head and body. Just a shade 

looser in elbow than 1 and perhaps a shade weak in pastern. Very good 

angulation and quarters, with well let down hocks and OK feet. Moved OK. 

3 Mottershaw’s Eerie Whiter Shade Of Pale for Elangeni 

 

Open B (1/0) 

1 Officer’s Eerie Catch The Wind 

Good for size and type. A pretty headed bitch with a good eye. She 

pleased in body, although I would have preferred her a little tighter in 

elbow, and with tighter feet. With well developed quarters and neat hocks, 

she moved well. 

 

AFGHAN HOUND 

Puppy D or B (1/0) 

1 Hannigan, Whitehead, Selby & Maloret’s Zobear Here’s Drama 

A promising baby, nicely balanced, of excellent type and beautifully 

presented. I loved her head and expression, body, bone, feet, The pins 

were visible, the ringed tail set correctly. With pleasing angulation and well 

let down hocks, she moved well, with the typical head carriage. BP & BOB 

& Group 2. 

 

BEAGLE 

Puppy D or B (1/0) 

1 Woodhouse’s Fallowfield Rhet with Birybarn 

It is a while since I exhibited Beagles and this is the exhibit that I would 

have liked to have taken home today. Beautifully balanced all through, 

compact, without being ‘boxy’ and moving soundly. Lovely head, with a 

super eye and good leathers. Lovely body with a firm topline, correctly set 

stern. Nicely balanced with his angulation, well developed quarters, well let 

down hocks and very good feet, he moved soundly. Presented in a good 

coat, the more I looked at him, the more I liked him. BP, BOB, G1, BIS 3 &

Another quality Beagle, but not quite the outline or movement of 1. 

Good head and leathers, but not quite the expression I was looking for. 

Good for body and bone, but could have been better in topline. Pleasing 

angulation, quarters and feet. With well let down hocks, he moved OK.

been set a little better. With very good feet, she moved and showed well.

Good head, 

with particularly good dentition and a nice strong jaw, complimented by a 

good expression. .OK for body, although I would have preferred a shade 

more bone. Pleasing angulation and well let down hocks. Presented in a 

good coat, he moved soundly. BOB & G3

1 Cooper’s Shirkeira Vincent At Forepaws 

Masculine head, with a good eye. Good for bone but I would have 

preferred a shade more spring of rib. OK outline and angulation. 

Presented in a full coat, looked his best on the move in profile, I would

Nicely presented in a good 

coat, she moved well. BOB.& G1. 

TIBETAN TERRIER 

Open B (1/0) 

1 Whitehead & Hannigan’s Zilcan Black Magic 

A quality young bitch, making a lovely balanced, square outline. Good 

head and expression, lovely short-coupled body, with a correct topline and 

pleasing angulation. She showed and moved well, just needs to come fully 

into coat. BOB & G2.

A correctly marked B/T puppy dog with a beautifully balanced head and 

correct expression. Pleasing body, nicely balanced with his bone and with

A typey, sound moving puppy with a pretty head and lovely expressive 

eye. Good for body, although might benefit from a shad more bone. Good 



topline, tai set and angulation, with well let down hocks. Presented in a 

good flat coat. BP & PG1.

Another that I liked for head and expression, with a good body and 

pleasing bone. Good for topline, angulation and short hocks, but not quite 

the movement of 1.

A pretty headed, typey, sound moving bitch with a good body, pleasing 

angulation, nicely muscled quarters and neat hocks. Presented in a good

Masculine head, with a good eye. Nice frow of neck into a good topline. 

Good for body, with lovely substance, and neat hocks, although I would 

have preferred tighter feet. Presented in good coat, he moved well.

                A quality bitch with a beautiful head and expression and well set ears. 

                Lovely, well coupled body with nice tight elbows and a firm topline. Good

Pleasing head and expression, good for body & bone, with nice tight 

elbows, although I would have preferred a little slope in topline, Well

1 Cox’s Tiroen To Have And To Hold 

A beautifully balanced, sound moving youngster of excellent type. Lovely 

head, with a strong foreface, almond eyes and well set, long, ears. Good, 

deep, well ribbed body, with nice tight elbows. Nicely arched neck into a 

good topline, correct angulation, well let down hocks and good feet. She 

moved with drive and that typical front movement, showing good 

extension. My final note on her simply says, ‘Lovely’ and that is how I saw 

her. BOB, G1 & BIS.

     An exuberant puppy, good for type. I liked his head and expression, body &  

     bone and feet. In good coat, he could move well when he wanted to. BP,

A nicely balanced, correctly marked bitch with a pleasing head and 

expression. Good for body and with correct flat bone, although I would 

have preferred a firmer topline. Presented in an OK coat, his out and back 

movement could have been better. Looked his bet on the move in profile 

where I saw some drive from the rear. .BOB.

body, nice tight elbows and a level topline. Presented in good coat but not 

quite moving in harmony with his handler.

Good for body, bone, topline and angulation. Not moving quite as well as

deep body, with legs set well under her and a nice flow of neck into a level 

topline.

Good depth of body, with 

legs set well under and slightly sloping patterns. Well-muscled quarters, 

Stifle well bent, with neat hocks. .An impressive dog, moving with reach 

and drive.

This one was a real eye catcher. So balanced and typey, with the correct 

coat. I loved his head. Correct shape, wide between the eyes, which were 

round and expressive. Flat in scull, with a good strong jaw and wide 

nostrils. Firm, pear shaped body, surprisingly heavy for his size,  with good 

depth & ribbing and a decent topline. Moderately angulated, he moved 

typically & showed well but there was one little problem that prevented him 

going further than BOB.

A typey Charlie with a good sized head, nicely domed, but I would have 

preferred clearer eyes. He pleased in neckline and topline, although his

Good head and expression and with a well 

ribbed boy, that could perhaps be a shade deeper. Good topline but I 

would have preferred tighter feet. Looked his best on the move in profile.

A promising baby, making a lovely balanced, typey outline. Good length of 

head, with a good jaw and small eyes, giving a true expression. Neat, well 

set ears completed the head piece. Pleasing neckline that flowed into a 

good topline. Good deep body, with pleasing angulation and neat hocks. 

Presented in a jacket of good texture, she moved well behind but not quite 

as well coming towards me. Made a lovely picture on the move in profile.

My notes say, “very similar to previous class” and I now see they are litter 

sisters. She has all of the attributes of her sister and whilst the sister may 

just shade it in topline, this one is the better mover and has that 

undefinable charisma, that separates the ‘special’ ones.

Nicely angulated but perhaps her feet could be a little 

tighter. Made a lovely outline on the move in profile. BOB & G3.

A typey bitch with a pleasing head and expression and neat ears. Good for 

body with a pleasing neckline and topline. Good for angulation and 

quarters, she moved OK.

A lovely free moving bitch, not quite the head or tail carriage of 1 but 

making a lovely balanced outline when standing. Nicely angulated and 

with decent quarters, she showed very well.

A typey, nicely balanced dog that showed well. Good head, with a flat 

scull, nicely developed cheeks and a strong muzzle. A good oval eye and 

neat ears completed the headpiece. Good flow of neck, into a good deep 

body, with a good topline and set on. Nicely balanced with his angulation 

with front legs set under him, visible forechest, well-developed quarters 

and nice tight feet. In a good harsh coat, he moved feely, with drive. BOB
