The Kerkhoven Lutheran Church council met on 6/9/2021 at 7:30 pm in the KLC fellowship hall.

President Ted Almen called the meeting to order.

Devotions were read by Beth Carlson  August Devotions: Alison Nelson

KLC Mission statement was read in unison.

The secretary’s report was read and accepted as written.  Eric Rudningen/Susan Nelson

The Financial report was read and accepted as written.  Eric Rudningen/Alison Nelson

Board Reports

Worship and Witness - Sue Nelson. The board met along with Pastor Tim Larson on June 2, 2021, in the fellowship hall.

The board members worked to sign up ushers, greeters and lectors for June and July. As of the date of this report, there are openings for ushers on June 20th and July 4th. The board is grateful to all who have agreed to assist during worship services. 

The board discussed and are making the following recommendations to the Church Council for consideration:

1) That Holy Communion be received by congregants at the front of the sanctuary rather than in the pews. We still have over 350 individually packaged grape juice and wafer combos that need to be used. We are recommending that the altar guild remove the wafer from each package and open containers of grape juice prior to them being administered to congregants, for ease of distribution. A motion was made by Eric Rudningen and second by Scott Doering and passed. 

2) That the ELCA hymn books and other song books be returned to the pews. Congregants will be able to read the notes of hymns that they are less familiar with, making their worship experience more enjoyable. A motion was made by Scott Doering and second by Scott Mitteness and passed.

Discussion continued at the full council meeting and are looking into the return of noisy offering for rally Sunday.

Outreach and Evangelism - Alison Nelson. This board is discussing the continuation of the backpack program through the summer and exploring the delivery. There is potential to deliver the backpacks in June and July through the summer school program. 

Ditch cleaning will be scheduled during more favorable weather.

The board is planning a social night out at possibly the Fox Hole or Rancho Veijo.

The board will also look into the cost of welcome gifts for visitors and bring options and costs back to the next council meeting.

Christian Education - No members present. It is the week of vacation bible school. There is a need to start planning for fall Sunday School and Confirmation.

Stewardship and Finance - no members present. Council discussed the potential for cow pie bingo at Town and Country Days.

Property and Grounds - Scott Doering. The church entrance steps have been carpeted. Railings at the entrance will be cut off and the board is looking into options. The railing is difficult to work around. There is a need for pressure washing and tuck pointing on the brick exterior. A key is available outside of the church in a lock box system. 


Discussion continued regarding the need of listing building items that need to be addressed. Church carpet needs to be cleaned.

Old Business

3. KLC will need to coordinate assistance for opening and closing, adjusting thermostat settings before and after events, maintaining the dehumidifier, special event set up and similar duties. 

4. VBS will be held June 7-11 to approximately 120 kids.

Stewardship of our bodies


Then the Lord God formed man from the dust of the ground and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and the man became a living being. -Genesis 2:7


If not for the breath of God alive within each of us, our physical bodies would be just 100-plus pounds of dead water and minerals. Intricate vehicles that carry us through our years, our bodies teem with the holy life that God gives us.


As sacred vessels of life, our bodies deserve the best care and attention we can possibly give them. As a culture, though, we aren’t doing a very good job of it. 


Though the United States spends more on medical care than any other nation, we consistently rank low in overall health. Bloomberg’s 2020 Global Health Rankings put us at Number 35. (The top five: Spain, Italy, Iceland, Japan, and Switzerland. Canada was 16.) A prime reason is obesity, which affects 43 percent of Americans and contributes to a wide range of chronic health conditions. 


Of course, genetics plays a big role in everyone’s health, and it’s one of the factors over which we have no control. But there are a lot of variables we can work with to increase our health and take care of the sacred life-bearing vessels God has given us.


For the month of July, pray for God’s guidance to help you care for your body. Consult your doctor and read up on diet, exercise, and stress reduction. Ask the Holy Spirit to give you insight and wisdom to learn what to do, and then the courage and discipline to follow through.
