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Dear Members & Friends of Kerkhoven Lutheran Church,

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1All Saints’ Sunday, Nov. 7, is a day for us to be reminded that we are all debtors; in debt first to God, yes, for as the Word of God says, "The earth is the Lord’s and everything in it," but also debtors to those who have lived and kept the faith before us.

I think, for example, of those Christ-like people, who over 20 centuries of time, preached the Gospel in lonely and difficult places; pastors in tiny congregations in faraway villages; missionaries who went to foreign lands and often in the face of sickness, death and heart-breaking loneliness forged a witness to the love of God. 

And, of course we can think of countless others – poets, musicians, teachers, monks, nuns, mothers, fathers, grandmothers, grandfathers, who, none of them perfect, but were used by the Holy Spirit, to provide a vision of good things and right things and taught us by their example to hope in God and "to trust this Prince," as the hymn says (ELW #425), "who has drowned their sins so they may be cleansed, restored.” You know them. For they have, by the grace of God and through the Holy Spirit, helped to shape and make you who you are as a Christian. 

I like the way a good friend summarized what being a believer meant to him. He said "that being a Christian is a matter of following Someone (Christ) who is headed somewhere I would not have gone if left to my own devices." 

I think of this in the context of the saints, the gathering of believers. We would never be people of faith if it were not for the witnesses . . . those Christ-like folk who have known their desperate need for God, have lived by faith in Christ and staked their lives on the strength of His grace. These believers, saved by grace, the Holy Spirit has used to lead us home. So, we give thanks again as All Saints Sunday approaches for God’s rich provisions and bounty.
