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In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. He was in the beginning with God. All things came into being through him, and without him, not one things came into being… And the Word became flesh and lived among us. John 1:1-3, 14a
Merry Christmas! I do hope this has been a restful and restorative holiday for you and yours.
At first glance the Gospel of John appears to have no concern with Christmas. And if you’re expecting Mary, Joseph, Jesus, Shepherds, Angels, and stars, your assessment would be correct. However, the author of John is very concerned with declaring the message at the heart of Christmas.
The Word, which was with God, since the beginning of all that is; the vehicle through which God brought all of creation into being, became flesh and lived among us. This is the core message of Christmas, and this is the main theme of John’s entire gospel. 
Possibly you have heard of “The Message”, it’s a translation of the Bible which attempts to translate and paraphrase our sacred scriptures with modern words and phrases. Overall, I think the author Eugene Peterson did a rather good job, especially when considering he did it all on his own. I bring this up to simply quote how Mr. Peterson translates John 1:14a. Peterson writes, 
“And the Word became flesh and blood, and moved into the neighborhood.” John 1:14a MSG
There is so much crammed into these simple, yet very profound, words! Here the author of John is making a significant claim about the nature of God. Through Jesus, John is declaring that God took on a physical form, but not like the god-men of Greeks and Romans in their mythologies, rather a person just like you and me; incomplete and limited. 
What a tremendous claim about God’s Love!
God loved us so much that God willingly limited God’s Self so to not only take up residence among us (move into the neighborhood) but to also to experience our human limitations and live within these limits.
Yes, on the surface John’s gospel appears to completely skip Christmas. However, John’s gospel does celebrate Christmas, just in a much different kind of way.
As we celebrate the 12 days of Christmas, may the mystery of this time capture your imagination and ignite a renewed sense of calling in your life as you ponder what it means for God’s Word to move into your neighborhood, dwelling among you, and become your neighbor.

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2022: Your year for generosity
“You will be enriched in every way for your great generosity!” -2 Corinthians 9:11
As you make resolutions and set goals for the New Year, be sure to include this one: “I will be more generous in 2022.” It will bless you – and your community and neighbor!

The Bible makes clear that generosity leads to a more abundant life. Generous people experience one of those paradoxes of the Kingdom of God, where the last are first, the greatest is servant to all, and whoever loses her life for Christ will gain it. 

The paradox? Generous people get back far more they give. 

First, a clarification: The paradox is NOT a financial strategy to maximize return on investment. That would be missing the point. Besides, there are more important things to give than money, such as time, service, kindness, forgiveness, compassion, love, and joy. And what we get back may not be quantifiable. How do you measure wellbeing and happiness?

Generosity’s real “payback” is what and who we become when we cultivate a habit of giving. Giving transforms us into generous-hearted people, and generous-hearted people tend to experience a real abundance of joy, peace, love, and security. 

The old saying is most certainly true: The open palm holds more than the closed fist.

For 2022, set a goal to be more generous. Start by increasing your charitable giving above last year’s offering, but also aim to give away your time, to serve your neighbor, to be lavish in compassion, extravagant in love. 

Pray that God will guide you and help you experience the paradox: Givers get back more than they give away.

The secretary’s report was read and accepted with one correction.  Scott Doering/Eric Rudningen

The Financial report was read and accepted as written.  Ann Hanson reported that as of this date she has exhausted her budgeted secretarial hours. She was told to work as needed as there were other areas of the budget that were under budget.   Sue Nelson/Scott Mitteness

Worship and Witness - Susan Nelson

The board continues to concentrate on finding “volunteers” to be worship assistants at worship services and are grateful for the help of the congregation. Due to a later council meeting date in January the board added finding worship assistants through January.  There was a discussion regarding the use of real vs. battery candles during the candlelight services.  It was noted that it is the preference of the council to use real candles, however we will make sure that we are reminded of safety procedures for lighting the candles and that we are all aware of where all fire extinguishers are.  The church does have some battery candles but at this time no one seems to know where they are being stored.  The board is thankful to Zoe Olson for her willingness to provide support to this board, as needed.

Outreach and Evangelism – We continue to pack about 50 food bags each week for the KMS Schools.  Alison Nelson asked that if anyone has ideas for projects or places to designate as recipients for the monthly noisy offering.

Christian Education - Melanie Wirth

The Sunday School has been busy working on their Christmas program which is scheduled to be held on Sunday, December 12th at 10:45 am. Practices will be held on Sunday and also was held the date of the board meeting. The Sunday School program will be on Christmas break and will resume on Sunday, January 9, 2022.

Stewardship and Finance – Lane Carlson

Lane was in attendance at the meeting and stated that he is new to this board and it has not been meeting regularly due to resignations and the board is made up of members newly elected and not sure what their responsibilities are.  He asked for direction and some assistance in getting organized and prepared for the review of 2021 finances and budget recommendations for 2022.  Scott Mitteness and Eric Rudningen stated that they would be willing to help the board get started and they set a meeting for December 29, to work on the budget. A reminder was made that when addressing the budget for 2022 there will be some major changes from what the 2021 budget.  The fact that KLC received almost $20,000 from the Payroll Protection Plan Grant through the Federal Government in March 2021 and this amount was forgiven in September, along with decreased payroll costs due to part time interim pastor and no compensation package for insurance etc., it will be necessary to take these issues into consideration when setting the next budget.

The board also addressed the subject of snow removal as no bids have been received.  Both Scott Doering and Reid Carlson have been removing snow from the last storms.  

WELCA - 

WELCA will be serving the Appreciation Brunch for Pastor Tim on Sunday, December 19, and would like the assistance of the Luther League serving team for that Sunday to help them with serving and clean up. 

Pastor’s Report - Pastor Tim Larson

Pastor Larson reported on his time here at KLC and his priorities for ministry while here were divided into 3 basic areas:

1. Confirmation:  he met with all the Confirmation classes and concentrated on the basics of our faith.  He taught on the Catechism and the Life of Luther.

2. Pastoral Care:  he visited homebound KLC members and gave Holy Communion and also made hospital visits.

3. Word and Sacraments: He presided at Sunday and special worship service, including 6 baptisms and 3 funerals.

His final worship service at KLC will be Sunday, December 26th.
