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“The jailer called for lights, and rushing in, he fell down trembling before Paul and Silas. Then he brought them outside and said, ‘Sirs, what must I do to be saved?’ They answered, ‘Believe on the Lord Jesus, and you will be saved, you are your household.’ They spoke the word of the Lord to him and to all who were in his house. At the same hour of the night [the jailer] took them and washed their wounds; then he and his entire family were baptized without delay.” Acts 16:29-33

What must I do to be saved? An outstanding question, and a question often asked still to this day. Paul answers, “Believe on the Lord Jesus”. What an oddly worded phrase. Wouldn’t it make more sense if Paul had answer “Believe in the Lord Jesus”? Contemporary opinion would certainly agree. However, Paul says “πίστευσον ἐπὶ τὸν κύριον” which literally translates to “believe on the Lord”.

The Lutheran in me can’t help but ask, ‘What does this mean?’

To begin, I think we must first ask who is the Lord Jesus. Jesus in the One whom God has destined to be the Judgement and the Life of the world. This is what it means to call Jesus the Christ. That the Resurrected Jesus is the Word of God; the Christ. Jesus is the Lord.

This is what Paul instructs the jailer, and each of us as well, to build our belief structures on, Christ Jesus the Lord; nothing more, nothing less. In fact, we must completely empty all our fears, anxieties, and burdens on the Lord Jesus. For when we do this, then we are able to experience salvation.

Very often “to be saved” is interpreted as a ‘next life’ thing: our golden ticket to heaven. Yet is this really what the jailer was asking for, and is this really what Paul provides as his final answer?

I think not.

To believe on the Lord Jesus means we rely on the Lord Jesus, we depend on the Lord Jesus, we trust on the Lord Jesus. Yet, for this to be true we must stop believing on other things; let it be material things like money, or physical things like a building, or relational things like family and/or friends. When we believe on the Lord Jesus, we stop believing on ourselves. This is what the jailer was asking for salvation from; from himself, self-reliance, dependance on lesser gods. And this is because all these things only trigger more anxiety, they never take it away. 

To believe on the Lord Jesus means we stop believing on ourselves. This will bring salvation to our home and will make a difference.

Let us strive to be a congregation who believe on the Lord Jesus.
