Security Systems That Don’t Fail
Jesus knows that we worry about a lot of things. Many people who own a lot of possessions live in fear of losing them. Some find that a security system installed with cameras and sensors and smart doorbells can lower their anxiety. But even with internet-of-things technology, these security systems do not stop the risk of theft. We may get a video of someone stealing our stuff, but we still lose the stuff. Anxiety over losing what we have persists and may in fact be ever-present as our cell phones alert us to each passerby at the front door.

Jesus proposes several other security systems that transform our anxiety over losing what we have into a different kind of calm. The first one he offers is probably the least popular: Sell your possessions and give the money to the poor. You don’t have to worry about your belongings being stolen if you get rid of them. It’s a radical option, but an option nonetheless.

Jesus also proposes another kind of security: Place value in the things that can’t be stolen. When we treasure the mercy and love of God as our most prized possession, we have what no one else can take. We have a security system that does not fail. We have deep and abiding peace. Our fears are calmed.

There is one additional security system to which Jesus invites us: Have confidence that it is God’s good pleasure to give us life with God, life in a world where everyone has enough and no one worries about losing it, life where we all know we are equally beloved. When this is our treasure, when it is where we place our hearts, we find the peace that is a secure gift.     From sundaysandseasons.com.

KLC Mission statement was read in unison. Living and trusting in God’s amazing grace we welcome all who worship, learn and serve in celebration of Christ’s love. 

The secretary’s report was read and approved (Susan Nelson/Eric Rudningen)

The Financial report was read and accepted as written.  (Susan Nelson/Scott Doering) 

Ann reported that Grinnell Mutual did renew our property insurance and we have been paid $13,600 for water damage, etc to the parsonage. That money is in our savings for now until the repair is complete. She also reported we are operating within our means. 

Board Reports

Worship and Witness - given by Susan Nelson

Communion will be given each Sunday during the summer months. Hymns are chosen to the week’s passage and occaission. Eric R offered to help choose hymns if they want a week off. 

Outreach and Evangelism - given by Alison Nelson

Backpack program continues through summer school with about 25 bags being sent home weekly. More funds are needed to maintain the program and it currently costs about $4 per backpack per week. A Noisy Offering will be designated and we will contact other area churches asking for assistance. 

The freezer has arrived for the freezer meal program and will be placed once space is cleared out. 

There is a 2 person camel costume available. Contact Ann Hanson if interested.

Christian Education - given by Melanie Wirth

The committee has been organizing curriculum into files and reported that the back room by pre-k had been cleaned out. The walls should be cleaned and/or painted and will be used as a teacher prep space. 

This fall we will continue on the same curriculum which runs in a three year cycle. Memory work will be added to Sunday School curriculum.

An adult education class will be organized and can be led by anyone.  

Stewardship and Finance - given by Lane Carlson

The board has been able to count the offering each Sunday and that is working well. A thank you will be posted on Facebook, KLC Sunday Bulletin and KLC Messenger.

Property and Grounds - given by Scott Doering

Freetly Electric will look at our air conditioning since it does not seem to be keeping up. . Freetly Electric wrote a letter to our insurance stating that the control parts had not been received yet and thus not replaced. Grinnell Mutual did renew our policy. The committee will contact Don’s Building Center to see if they knew of a crew available to shingle the storage shed. The committee is looking into grants and/or rebates to bring down the cost of a potential new AC unit. They will work with Tony Olson on the parking lot project.

WELCA - given by Carmen Maus

Summer brunch is slated for next Sunday.. The group is setting parameters for quilt donations to assist people in need in our community. The green curtain has been removed and will be replaced by an accordion style door. This area will be used for “tree storage” and items used for decoration. 

A bus trip is being planned for quilt drop off and consideration given to the St. Cloud area.
