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                The Fine Print of Discipleship
A lot can go wrong in our lives. If you ever have any doubts, just read the fine print in a contract, where every worst-case scenario is spelled out. Sometimes we appreciate having those challenges hidden away. When we are jumping into something new, it may be easier to take the leap if we don’t dwell too much on what can go wrong.

But that’s not the approach Jesus takes when describing the commitment of discipleship. Instead, he uses big, bold terms to emphasize the struggles and conflicts ahead. Discipleship with him will mean taking up a cross. It will mean confronting our most deeply held commitments—our possessions, relationships, and identities. In fact, the cross at the center of discipleship will be so burdensome that it will seem impossible to shoulder.

Jesus’ words might scare us off if we miss the other half of the agreement. He doesn’t ask us to carry our cross alone. He will be with us as a partner who has already taken the journey from death to resurrected life. In discipleship, Christ leads us and brings the power of God to meet our challenges. Yes, Christ will call us to share the pain of his cross. He will call us to die to old habits, stuck ways of thinking, and broken relationships. But he will also share with us the victory of his cross and the power to rise to new life.

At baptism, we were marked with the cross of Christ forever. That cross marks all of the deaths we will face, but it also marks the beginning of an eternal life with God. Every time we gather in Christian worship, we participate once more in Christ’s journey from death to life. Around the table, we gather as Christ’s disciples, sharing the overwhelming burden of his cross but also its even more abundant victory. Here, our crosses are transformed by the community in which they are held and by Christ, who leads our way.

Kerkhoven Lutheran Church Meeting Minutes

The Kerkhoven Lutheran Church Council met on 6/08/2022 at 7:00 pm in the KLC fellowship hall.
President Ted Almen called the meeting to order.
Devotions were read by Eric Rudningen  August Devotions: Beth Carlson
KLC Mission statement was read in unison. Living and trusting in God’s amazing grace we welcome all who worship, learn and serve in celebration of Christ’s love. 
The secretary’s report was read and approved (Eric Rudningen/Susan Nelson)
The Financial report was read and accepted as written.  (Melanie Wirth/Eric Rudningen)

Of note in the financial report was insurance money set aside for Service Master bill.  The payment has been put on hold until service is complete therefore the balance reflects money that is owed. The church revenue increased about $6000 from cowpie bingo. Thanks to all who participated. Sunday School Bibles have been ordered but not yet paid for.
Board Reports
Worship and Witness - given by Susan Nelson
The board has resumed discussion of use of Lenten Supper funds towards the purchase of items to enhance KLC worship service. A sign up sheet will be passed during church service to fill usher and lector openings. This continues to be an ongoing need. Memorial funds from Richard Carlson and Doris Bakken will be used to purchase acolyte gowns and refillable candle sticks. 
The board discussed a need for visitation of KLC members unable to attend. A plan is underway to organize groups to assist in visitations so our members can be called upon more frequently.
Outreach and Evangelism - given by Alison Nelson
The backpack program ended the summer serving  17-25 backpacks per week. A higher number is anticipated this fall. A meal train was organized for the Lilly family. The freezer still needs to be installed for the freezer meal program. KLC raised $571 at the Kerkhoven Farmer’s Market. The group discussed organizing a meal train to provide meals or snacks for the worship and witness visitation groups.
Christian Education - given by Melanie Wirth
 Sunday School will add an additional grade group making six classrooms (age ¾, gr. K-1, 2-3, 4-5, 6-8 and 9-12). This fall’s curriculum will coordinate more closely with the confirmation instruction. Teachers are being sought and we are hopeful to have more than one teacher per classroom. Adult education will be led by pastor Tuesdays at 9 am in the fellowship hall and an evening session led by peers starting Sept. 13th. Rally Sunday will be Sept 11th. Sunday school rooms have been painted and the board received a tour of the classrooms following the meeting.
Stewardship and Finance - not present
Property and Grounds - not present
It was noted that a ballast was out in the fellowship hall and that the off peak energy program has not been timely.
WELCA - given by Carmen Maus
WELCA is in need of people to be circle chairpersons. Many of the same people have held the position for several years. A few suggestions were brought up by the council including moving to one list and making the serving list couples instead of women only. A term limit or annual assignment was also mentioned. They will work on updating contact information for each circle.
Pastor’s report - given by Pastor Buller
VBS was a large and well organized event. He’s officiated three weddings this summer. Appreciation was expressed for the work of the committees working on the stage construction and property disposal.The board was able to view the progress of the stage renovation.
Mentors are needed for confirmation students grade 4 and up. 
A discussion was held to move committee meetings to the Wednesday before the regular council meeting in an effort to give more time for the board to process ideas and also give pastor more time to be part of committee meetings. Church council meetings will be held at 7:30 pm during the school year.
Worship Through Service Sunday will be held Oct. 16th. We will work in place of a traditional service followed by potluck or some sort of meal. The day will start with coffee and doughnuts, followed by litany, service project work and meal. Service projects are being sought.
Old Business
1. Cowpie Bingo brought in $6200 in profit. Thank you!

2. Parking lot/sidewalk project has been postponed until fall.

3. Fall clean up day to be determined.

4. Constitutional review: Amendments sent to the Synod have been approved. Two points to discuss include overspending on the budget of $10,000 should be changed incase of emergency situation and removal of statement that WELCA’s constitution is not included in these bylaws. These items need to be approved by the council before bringing it to a congregational vote. Motion made to allow over expenditures of $10,000 over approved budget without congregational approval. (Scott Mitteness/Carmen Maus) Motion carried.

New Business
1. Motion made to authorize use of memorial funds to purchase 2 refillable candlesticks and acolytes gowns. (Eric Rudningen/Carmen Maus) Motion carried.

2. Copies of KLC Constitution, Bylaws and Continuing Resolutions were given to council members for review and reference.

Closing discussion included the idea of  moving the organ to the balcony, hosting a grilling contest and meeting concluded with a Sunday School room tour.
Motion to adjourn made by Eric Rudningen/Carmen Maus. Motion carried.
